The Prime Contract Administration Division is seeking an Export Control Analyst.

Purpose of Position:

The person in this position serves on the staff of the Export Control Department and has direct responsibility for analyzing and issuing technical determinations, ruling on compliance issues and managing lifecycle licensing responsibilities. This position’s responsibilities include technical classification of technologies/items, establishing export compliance actions, and supporting the export control needs of international programs and initiatives as required under Federal laws, regulations and DOE directives.

Duties and Responsibilities:

This individual will support the Export Control Department in the evaluation and analysis of ORNL programs and initiatives, facilities, Cooperative Research and Development Agreements, Work for Others Agreements, Intellectual Property Reviews, specifications, technology assessments for foreign visits and assignments, foreign travel, and other areas.

Areas of review will include interpretation of export control jurisdictions, applicable laws and regulations and the associated licensing and interfacing requirements of government agencies such as the Departments of Commerce and State, Nuclear Regulatory Commission, DOE and others. This review will evaluate the underlying technologies or item classification, its jurisdiction,       review the end use (application) and end users (recipients) of the export, and issue export control determinations. This individual will be responsible and accountable for the determinations made and advise Laboratory staff as to how to comply with the applicable federal laws, regulations, and DOE directives.

Position includes interfacing and working with Principal Investigators  (scientists/engineers) to assess and classify technology, Security and  Counterintelligence to assess export control vulnerabilities, Office of  General Counsel to assure export control compliance, managers of Technology  Transfer (intellectual property), Foreign Visits and Assignments (deemed  exports), and Foreign Travel (re-export), Property Sales, Transportation  Department (international shipments), programs involving International  Agreements (Russian programs, NASA programs, Fusion Energy, Computational  Sciences, Material Science, Nuclear Energy, etc.) and others as the position dictates.

Position also includes the submission of a licensing package to the appropriate       government agency with classification and supporting technical documentation, negotiating with these agencies to meet specific program needs and objectives, obtaining approval, identifying the work process requirements in order to maintain compliance and agency reporting.

The duty includes training ORNL employees and non-ORNL employees in the requirements and process of export control, developing training materials for those presentations, and fielding questions regarding compliance actions.

The duty includes the Export Control Analyst (ECA) to be thorough and well organized. Must have the ability to think through critical data and make informed rulings. The ECA must keep up with the changing environment of Export Control Laws, Regulations, and Technologies undertaken by the Laboratory.  This includes emerging and changing technologies, new and changing regulations, changing jurisdictions, and most importantly a changing foreign policy.  On-going training and keeping up on international affairs are essential. Some travel is required primarily to meet with Federal Agencies.
Education and Experience Required:

Requires a Bachelor’s Degree in relevant technical field such as Engineering or Technical Degree, (or a combination of academic training and direct work experience equivalent to a Bachelor’s Degree). Areas such as chemistry, biology, electronics, and materials are disciplines of interest. An advanced degree would be considered a plus. Individual must be comfortable working in a diverse technical fields and analyzing those technologies in the context of changing laws and regulations. Having direct experience is a plus, however similar related experience in compliance, engineering, or technology would be considered. This person would be expected to perform with limited supervision, issuing compliance decisions and directing export control activities as required. Familiarity with export control laws and regulations is desirable.

A working knowledge of PC systems utilizing Office Suite and other related systems is desirable. Individual must possess good human relation skills, must be able to negotiate compliance positions with government agencies, be able to communicate well in writing, as well as orally, including preparation and delivery of compliance requirements, presentations and training sessions.  Limited administrative support is available and the individual needs be able to be self supporting.
